Judiciary information system’s
currently being applied:

It represents the judiciary system group
of the ministry of justice. A complete
system that consists of branch systems
connected by mutual relations which
most of it use a mutual database and this
system is known as the integrated justice
information system (IJIS). Its composed
of a group of branch systems its major
portion was executed and operated , and
rest systems are currently developed and
designed. These systems aims to facilitate
the work for the revisers and finish their
transactions easily and facilitating the
work for the employees of the ministry
which will lead eventually to increase the
efficiency of the performed service and the
promptness of finishing transactions and
to increase the accuracy of work, rapidity
and efficiency with using the computers
and the modern methods available to
perform the work which may lead to finish
the huge amount of paper documents and
get red of the process of circulating these
documents between various sections and
exchange the necessary documents with
the electronic ones available to all sections
at the same time.

This system records the data of the
sessions and resolutions issued in every
session and determine the sessions
appointments, and presenting various
reports and statistics of the sessions
data. This system was operated in 1994
and it works on serving the sessions
secretary in the court of first instance,
court of appeal and the court of
cassation were it follows the sessions
made for the cases according to the
circuit the cases exist in.

The execution system:

This system inters all various exaction
procedures whether it was before the
judgment promulgation or after and
also provide a complete accountant
system for the spending and importing
operations, and transferring costs
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Information system’s center

adjudged directly beneficiaries accounts
in banks without revising the execution
department and also presenting various
reports and statistics of execution data.
This system was operating in the year
1995 in the execution department in the
palace of justice. It consists of a group
of followed procedures to execute legal
procedures according to promulgated
judgments and attendance notifications.
And this system contains data bases
related to execution files and procedures
related to the cases registration system.

Marriage and divorce system:

This system registers marriage and
divorce contracts and presents various
references and statistics of marriage and
divorce data ,and it has been activated in
the year 1992 in the legal authentication
department in the palace of justice . This
system works on saving and retrieving
marriage and divorce contracts issued by
the legal authentication court, Jaafariya
court, summary courts, the states
embassies and consulates abroad and
marriage officials .

This systems contains a data base for
marriage and another for divorce that
contains marriage and divorce contracts
dated starting in the year 1988 till now a

days where the contracts are added daily.

Experts department system:

This system follows the case in the
experts department, and distributes
cases on available expertise and provide
a direct control system that shows the
accomplishment of each expert and
submit various reports and statistics of
the expert department data . This system
has been activated in the year 1993 to
save and follow transferred cases from
the state’s courts which requires an
expert’s opinion.

m Legal principles and bases system:

* This system registers the legal principles
and bases issued by the court of cassation
in the state of Kuwait, and provides
different ways to retrieve these texts to
serve the judges in the state by entering
the legal bases according to the used
characterization by the technical office in
court of cassation .

* This system contains two main bases
which are the data base of the civil
legal bases and another data base of the
penal legal bases, each base consists of
an index a summary and a full text.

* The legal bases have been stored
completely of year 1979 to year 1985,
and the work has been started to enter the
legal bases of year 1986.

m Pricing system :

* This system facilitates the material pricing
process in the experts department, and
submitting various reports and statistics
of this process. This system has been
activated in the year 1966 ,and it works
on saving and retrieving the material
prices and the various works the experts
take their assistance from in the technical
and financial evaluation of the transferred
case to them from courts, and renew
these prices in a limited time period with
keeping the old prices.

m Following real estate contracts
system:

\ department in all the section, and submits
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Information system’s center

various reports and statistics of following
real estate contracts data, and this system
has been activated in the year 1966 in the
real estate authentication department.

m Authentication System:

*This system registers general and special
retainers, and also proclaim companies
contracts and submit various resources
and statistics for these data.

m Seized items system:

* This system registers the seized items
data related to the various cases in the
prosecution and the execution department
and submit various references and
statistics of these data.

m Following publication delegate
system:

* This system aims on following the
progress of the delegate process to
make the judicial publications for
the ministry’s body the complete
information system has left a clear effect
on the work systems and methods.

m Kuwait legal information bank system:

* This system provides legal information
particularly for judicial departments, and
generally for people interested in studying
andresearchinginlaw field byestablishing
a legal and judicial information bank
that contains all legislations of the
basic legal (commercial law, civil law,
pleadings law, personal status law...ect).
In addition to judicial judgments issued
by the court of appeal and the court of
cassation in the state of Kuwait . it also
includes juristic references related to
these laws and judgments.

m Remote system of cases files :
* The system provides information for

all cases parties about the case status
and judgments execution procedures,
by connecting " the complete system of
judicial information" ,which is currently
being operated on the ministry of justice

Date is considered ill conditioned if
has a small coefficient of variation
(the standard deviation divided by
the mean).

Chi-square:

It is a test used to show whether there is
a year that differs than the rest of years in
a normative difference by the following
statistical assumption :

The value is equaled each year opposite
non-equaled value . i.e. If the level of the
significant were less than 5% we would
decline the hypothesis of equals or not
deferent during five years.

The values are going to change if the level
of the significant larger or equal to 5% we
would accept null hypothesis and values
would not change from year to others.

The trend:

Analyzing the time series and noticing any
changes that could have happened during five
years and an a precise mathematical model
must be introduced to give the time series and
trend rate . the linear model (simple model)
was selected as the best and simplest model .
Thus if the trend slope is minus that
means the value is low and vise-versa.
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
