Ratio:

Arithmetic relation between two categories
belongs to the same group, which means
dividing one category by another.

Proportion:

It is the relation between a category and the
total, which means dividing one category
by total.

Constant Number:

Fixes arbitrary number for example (100
or 100,000) we can multiply it with rates,
proportion or quantities in order to get
symbol scale readers can grasp easily.

(All rates are related to per 100,000
person, roportions were approximated to
decimal).

Period scales:

The statistics, which measures the events
that happen to the whole population or part
of them during a certain period of time.

Cases rate:

Proportion of submitted cases per
100,000 person of inhabitans.

Change ratio:

Change amount (the difference) when
in comparing between two years and the
census year.

Mean:

A measure of central tendency, the
arithmetic average, the sum divided by
the number of cases.
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Standard deviation:
A measure of dispersion around the
mean and used to compare between
data of same measure.

Coefficient of variation:

Date is considered ill conditioned if
has a small coefficient of variation
(the standard deviation divided by
the mean) and used to compare
between the data not have the same
measurment.

Chi-sqaure:

It is a test used to show whether there
is a year that differs than the rest of
years in a normative difference by the
following statistical assumption :

The value is equaled each year opposite
non-equaled value, if the level of the
significant were less than 5% we would
decline the hypothesis of equals or not
different during five years.

The values are going to change if the
level of the significant larger or equal
to 5% we would accept null hypothesis
and values would not change from year
to others.

The trend:

Analyzing the time series and noticing
any changes that could have happened
during five years and an a precise
mathematical model must be introduced
to give the time series and trend rate, the
linear model simple model was selected
as the best and simplest model.

Thus if the trend slope is minus that
means the value is low and vise-versa.
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Historical Development

In the first decades (from the previous
century) the leaders of Kuwait and whom
they authorize from jurists known for their
justice were the one who deal with the
conflicts between civilians according to the
Islamic law judgments and traditions.

In the early fifties courts were established,
which specialized in dealing with
conflicts presented in front of the court
also it specializes in registering real
estate properties, and it was adjoined in
a department called the courts department.

In December 1959 promulgated the
Amiri decree no. (19) of year 1959 of
the jurisdiction organization law was
promulgated, its first measures were to
build the judicial structure in the country.

In January 1962 promulgated decree of
law no (1) of year 1962 was promulgated
in the basic system of leadership in the
transformation period, and according to it
the courts department’s term were changed
to be the ministry of justice .

In 11/11/1962 the Kuwaiti constitution was
issued, it stressed in article (50) that the
leadership system is based on the separation
of the legitimate, executive and the judicial
powers and by their cooperation according
to its judgments, and that its not permitted
for any one of them to relinquish all or
some of their specialization stated in the
constitution.
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In the year 1962 also the Amiri Decree
no (2) of year 1962 was promulgated for
reorganizing the ministries, and according
to it the ministry of justice handled the
minors affairs and the seized persons and
the Kuwait orphans, in addition to this the
real estate authentication department was
adjoined to the ministry after it was related
to the ministry of finance.

In 9/2/1975 Amiri decree was promulgated
to adjoin the ministry of justice and Awqaf
and Islamic affairs to one ministry and then
re-separated according to Amiri decree
promulgated in 6/9/1979.

The Amiri decree promulgatedin 7/1/1979
dealt with describing the ministry’s goals
and it general specializations.

General Objectives :

Was stated by article first of the decree
promulgated for the ministry of justice in
7/1/1979 to provide justice for the society
under a simplified system where every
one feels secure on their souls, freedom
and money, and keeps the security of the
people and their social system ,and respects
the laws and make sure that its applied and
also it construct a stable system for the real
estate property.

General Specializations:

Article second of the decree promulgated
for the ministry of justice in 7/1/1979 has
showed these specialties, which are:
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Organizing the necessary means to clear the
conflicts presented in courts of its different
kinds and considers crimes according to
the judgment of law.

Carrying out the governmental pleading by
the general prosecution in the name of the
society in the felonies what are transferred
to it from midemeanours, by investigation,
act, and allegation according to law
Judgments.

Supervising on prisons and other places
where penal judgment are executed in.

Providing technical expertise to the justice
bodies and other state organizations.

Works of the official publication for
judicial papers and initiatory pleadings
etc, and execute judgments and writs of
execution, and accept its related amounts
deposit it and spend it according the law .

Works of real estate registration and
authentication, and confirmation, and date
listing and visas on commercial records
according to law.

Cooperation with countries, and Arabian,
and Islamic, and foreign organizations in
the legal and judicial fields.

* Judicial Organization:

The Amiri Decree no. (37) of year 1994
established Kuwait institute for judicial &
legal studies.

It represents the jurisdiction in courts in
its various ranks, and general prosecution
the head judicial council according to
the demand of the minister of justice,
considers all what relates to assigning
judges and general prosecution members,
their promotions, their transfer, and their
delegation and also give opinion in matters
related to them.
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Article (231) of chapter two of the decree of
law no (23) of year 1990 regarding jurisdiction
organization law, as follows:

* The Kuwaiti couples were the highest
percentage by 57.4% from the conditioned
total .

» The ratio was reached 16.3% for the one
of couples is Kuwaiti and the other is non-
Kuwaiti .

e While the ratio was reached 26.3% for the
non-Kuwaiti couples .

Second : Conciliation cases :

*  Number of conciliation cases was increased
from 1473 cases in year 2015 to 1682 cases
inyear 2016 by 209 cases and the percentage
was 14.2% , as the ratio between the number
of conciliation cases to the number of
revisers increased from 25.3% in 2015 to
29.4% in 2016 by percentage of 4.1% .

* Descriptive statistical measurements:

e The annual mean for the number of
conciliation cases reached 1682 cases during
2012 - 2016 with a standard deviation 116.8

* The chi-square test showed that for the
number of conciliation cases to be annually
equaled during 2012 - 2016, there is a
statistically significant difference where it
reached 40.5 in the significance level 5%.

* The trend of the number of conciliation
cases during 2012 - 2016 showed an
non - significant counteractive general
linear direction that slope reached 28 cases
in the significance level 5%.
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* Future predictions:

* The annual expected mean of conciliation
cases reached 1610 cases , the minimum is
657 cases and the maximum is 2563 cases
during 2017 - 2021 these predictions are
trusted by 95%.

Third : Reasons of disputes:

- The main reasons as husband sees by
it’s priorities according to data from
department :

1- Sociological / Personality reasons :

» Non - acceptance by percentage of 41.7%,
weakness in dialogue by 35.0%, easement
divorce by percentage of 26.5% change
in behavior and conduct by 24.8%, leave
home by 14.4%, irresponsibility by 7.3% ,
stubbornness by 5.0% , irritability by 4.4%,
make decisions alone by 3.9% , travel by
3.3% , much grumbling and doubt by 3.0%
for both , much in getting out of house by
2.8% ,and other by 19.5%.

2- Social reasons :

» Interference of wife family by percentage
of 9.5 % , negligence by 8.6% , different in
social and culture level by 2.3% , the bad
influence of friends by 1.9% , difference
on the marriage arrangements by 1.7% ,
interference of husband family and rush into
marriage are the same percentage by 1.5%
for both of them , and other by 6.0% .

3- Religion / Ethical reasons :

» Disobedience 6.5% , abandonment by 4.4%,
abusive words 3.5% , marital infidelity by
2.1% , disclosure of marital secrets 1.8% ,
and other reasons by 0.3% .
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2- Social reasons :

* Negligence by percentage of 7.1% ,
interference of husband’s family by 3.9% ,
lack of independent housing and different
in social and culture level with the same
percentage by 1.3% for both of them ,
different on the marriage arrangements by
1.0% ,interference of wife’s family by 0.8%,
and other reasons by 4.7% .

3- Financial reasons :

* Non-spending by percentage of 4.5%,
bad spending by 1.2% , the husband is
unemployed by percentage of 1.0%, and
other reasons by 3.2% .

4- Religion / Ethical reasons :

* Marital infidelity by percentage of 4.2% ,
abandonment by 2.9% , obscene words by
2.5%, and others by 0.9% .

5- Polygamy reasons :

* A marry to another wife by percentage of
1.7%, lack of justice and orientation to the
other wife with the same percentage by 1.1%
for both of them , and other reasons by 0.8% .

6- Healthy reasons :

» Infertility by percentage 0.8% , organic
diseases by 0.5% , and other reasons by
0.4% .

7- Legal reasons :

 Litigation ( expense \ vision ) by 1.4% , and
other reasons by 0.3%

8- Nominal reasons :

+ Expatriates divorce by percentage of 0.7%,
coercion on divorce by 0.3% , and other
reasons by 0.3% .

9- Sexual reasons :

* Impotence and frigidity with the same
percentage by 0.6% for both of them , and
others by 0.3% .
