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Definition of Trafficking in Persons

Trafficking in persons means The recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or
receipt of persons by threat or use of force or other forms including coercion, abduction,
fraud, deception, abuse of power or position of vulnerability, giving or receiving payments
or benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person for the
purpose of exploitation. Expleitation shall include, at a minimum, the exploitation for pros-
titution of others or other forms of sexual exploitation, forced labour or services, slavery or
practices similar to slavery, servitude or the removal of ergans.

Victims and forms of trafficking in persons:

1. Children

Victims of sexual exploitation :

- Sexual tourism and child prostitution.

- Exploitation in obscene movie scenes and performances.
- Sexual slavery.

- Forced marriage for the purpose of profiteering.

2. Women :

- Victims of forced marriage.

- Wictims of forced abortion due to exploitation or for using embryos in scientific research.
- Exploitation at work in dangerous places.

- Exploitation for pornographic materials.

- Exploitation for commercial purposes, in publicity and advertising.

2, Domestic workers:

- Forced to perform work that exceeds their abilities.

- Denied the salary set in their employment contract.

- Wictims of deception and fraud committed by recruitment and employment agencies.

4. Victims of the removal and sale of human organs.
It is the sale and purchase of human organs without the human's consent or by circumven-
tion, where the organs of such victims are removed illegally and sold as goods.

Law No. 91/2013 on Combating Trafhcking in Persons and Smuggling of Migrants

The Kuwaiti Law No. 91 criminalizes human trafficking, considering it a felony punishable
by up to 15 years of imprisonment, life imprisonment, or even the death penalty.
