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m Historical development

- In the first decades of this century, the leaders

of Kuwait and whom they authorize from
jurists known for their justice were the one
who deal with the conflicts between civilians
according to the Islamic law judgments and
traditions.

- In the early fifties courts were established,
which specialized in dealing with conflicts
presented in front of the court also it
specializes in registering real estate properties,
and it was adjoined in a department called the
courts department.

- In December 1959 promulgated the Amirri
decreeno 19 of year 1959 of the jurisdiction
organization law was promulgated, its
first measures were to build the judicial

structure in the country.

- In January 1962 promulgated decree of
law no 1 of year 1962 was promulgated
in the basic system of leadership in the
transformation period, and according to it
the courts department’s term were changed
to be the ministry of justice instead .

- In 11/11/1962 the Kuwaiti constitution

was issued, it stressed in article 50 that
the leadership system is based on the
separation of the legitimate, executive
and the judicial powers and by their
cooperation according to its judgments,
and that its not permitted for any one of
them to relinquish all or some of their
specialization stated in the constitution.
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Ministry of Justice

- In the year 1962 also the Amirri decree

no 2 of year 1962 was promulgated for
reorganizing the ministries, and according
to it the ministry of justice handled the
minors affairs and the seized persons and
the Kuwait orphans, in addition to this the
real estate authentication department was
adjoined to the ministry after it was related
to the ministry of finance.

-In 9/2/1975 Amirri decree was promulgated

to adjoin the ministry of justice and Awqaf
and Islamic affairs to one ministry and
the re separated according to a do menial
decree promulgated in 6/9/1979.

- The Amirri decree promulgated in 7/1/1979

dealt with describing the ministry’s goals
and it general specializations.

General objectives :

Was stated by article 1 of the decree
promulgated for the ministry of justice in
7/1/1979 to provide justice for the society
under a simplified system where every
one feels secure on their souls, freedom
and money, and keeps the security of the
people and their social system ,and respects
the laws and make sure that its applied and
also it construct a stable system for the
real estate property.

m General specializations:

- Article 2 of the decree promulgated for the

ministry of justice in 7/1/1979 has showed
these specialties, which are:

e Organizing the necessary means to clear the

conflicts presented in courts of its different
kinds and considers crimes according to the
judgment of law.
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e Carrying out the governmental pleading by
the general prosecution in the name of the
society in the felonies what are transferred to
it from midemeanours, by investigation, act,
and allegation according to law Judgments.

e Supervising on prisons and other places
where penal judgment are executed in.

e Providing technical expertise to the justice
bodies and other state organizations.

e Works of the official publication for judicial
papers and initiatory pleadings ...etc, and
execute judgments and writs of execution,
and accept its related amounts deposit it and
spend it according the law .

e Works of real estate registration and
authentication, and confirmation, and date
listing and visas on commercial records
according to law.

e Cooperation with countries, and Arabian,
and Islamic, and foreign organizations in
the legal and judicial fields.

m Judicial Organization:

- It represents the jurisdiction in courts in its
various ranks , and general prosecution
— the head judicial council according
to the demand of the minister of justice
,considers all what relates to assigning
judges and general prosecution members
their promotions their transfer ,and
their delegation and also give opinion in
matters related to them .

- And the amiri decree no. 37/1994
established Kuwait institute for judicial &
legal studies.

m The organizational frame of ministry’s
bodies and departments :
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- The information system’s center has been
established according to the ministerial
resolution no. 106 of year 1980, then
has been reorganized by the ministerial
resolution no. 21 of year 1990, the
ministerial resolution no. 17 of year
1995, and the ministerial resolution no.
94 of year 2003 regarding reorganizing
the center in its current status which
includes establishing four departments
and a technical office.

The ministrial redution no. 331 of 2007
was promulgated recently to amend the
organizational hierarchy for the centeis
departments and to raise its level to
information technologies and statistics
sector .

- The ministerial resolution had identify the
sector specializations as the following :

m The specializations :

1- Developing systems and procedures of
work and systems of documents saving
in the ministry’s departments.

2- Setting provisional planes of the
development process and reporting the
execution’s priorities to be listed in the
ministry’s budget.

3- Setting must be followed procedures to
contract on buying or renting computers
and its accessories and document saving
equipment’s or for having consultative
services from local or foreign specialist
companies and houses in these fields.
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4- Providing practical assistance and

technical advisory for the ministry’s
department for the use of computers
and available devices in the center and
training the staff on how to use and
benefit the central mechanism records
regarding it as the central information
bank of the ministry.

5- Assembling and characterizing the

information related to the computer’s
systems used in the ministry and the
executed applications and the staff
working in it and supplying the specialized
devices in the state with it.

m Main mission:

Expanding in the use of computers and
the information systems to aid and
support the decision making process
for all administrative levels, activate
the judicial body performance and
facilitate its supporting body and
developing systems and methods of
work and documents saving systems in
the ministry’s sectors and facilitate the
litigation procedures for civilians, and
that’s by applying electronic systems that
provide the necessary information for the
ministry’s body and foreign authorities
by using the most recent information and
communications technology .

m The strategic :

1- providing information to the head

department to aid and support in decision
making process .
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2- Aiding and supporting the judicial body
and satisfying its needs of information in
the appropriate way of an appropriate time
and facilitating the work of its supporting
body and increase its efficiency.

3- Developing systems and methods of
work and document saving systems in
the ministry’s departments.

4- Facilitate the litigation procedures
for civilians and authenticating their
transactions and save their rights.

5- Presenting information on the ministry’s
activities and issuing statistics and
making studies and field researches
that serves the state organizations and
civilians.

6- Cooperating and coordinating with the
states organization’s and the Arabian and
international organizations in the fields
of information technologies.

m The organizational frame work :

1- Technical office :

Makes studies and researches related to
policy and the goals of the center on the
ministry’s level.

2 - Systems developing department:

It study’s projects related to systems
development and work procedures and
documents saving systems by using
computers in the ministry and preparing
the operations for electronic preparation
and its observation by technical
maintenance according to the needs of
the beneficiary authorities and providing
technical advisory in those fields.
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3 -Operating department:

It deals with the execution of the
obligatory planes for the good use of
the electronic and human resources
to execute the systems listed in the
production record and setting standers
of performance and production
and designing and applying control
and security system and technical
procedures and the operating manners
of the computer.

4 -Technical support department:

Specialized at giving technical support
to different appartments and beneficiary
bodies in the ministry and in applying
technical methods and designing and
managing data bases and setting protection
policies to keep secrecy and safety of
information , and participate in saving
and evaluating pre designed programs .

5 - Statistics and researches departments:

It specializes in statistical studies and
researches in the fields of jurisdictions,
judgments and all statistic activities in the
ministry and gathering data, analyzing it
and saving it in the appropriate scientific
methods by securing its privacy, and
doing field studies and publishing books,
publications and periodical statistical
reports, and preparing technical preparing
plans.

6 - Administrative coordination control:

Itspecializesinorganizingcorrespondents
and saving the employees files and all
administrative operations and financial
works and preparing the budget and
spending materials and equipment’s
and coordinating with the specialize
authorities in the ministry.
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m Goals of the complete system of the
judiciary informations :

1- Simplify work procedures and promptness
in accomplishing transactions.

2- proving the possibility of controlling the
data related to cases and following its
path.

3- Securing the privacy of data.

4- providing statistics and information that
support decision making for the higher
leader ship at the ministry.

5- providing statistics and information that
serves researchers in all fields .

6- Gaining the trust of civilians and the
private and government sectors institutions
regarding litigation procedures.

7- providing some regulations which helps
on applying the work bases systems in the
ministries departments and its bodies.

8- providing renewed and complete data
bases for the legal principles and bases
that serves the judiciary and legal bodies.

9- Aid and support the judgments execution
bodies and facilitate its work .

10- Help on the good use of the available
human resources .

11- The contribution in supporting the social
stability by providing the data and
market some regulations on marriage
and divorce .
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12 - The contribution in providing the
stability and trust in the filed of real
estate property and what it leads
to from stability to the real estate
market.

13 - providing a reference of judicial
expertise in the state.

14 - providing a reference on the legal
practice activities.

The following is a presentation of these
systems with a brief description of each
one:

m Cases registration system:

This system follows the case progress
by entering the basic data in the courts
tables of its various ranks, in addition to
providing reports and statistics of the case
data . this system was operated in the year
1993 in the state of Kuwait courts , its
serves the general prosecution ,the court
of first instance ,the court of appeal and
the court of cassation.

m Sessions secretary systems :

This system records the data of the
sessions and resolutions issued in every
session and determine the sessions
appointments, and presenting various
reports and statistics of the sessions data.
This system was operated in 1994 and it
works on serving the sessions secretary in
the court of first instance, court of appeal
and the court of cassation were it follows
the sessions made for the cases according

to the circuit the cases exist in.
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m Seized items system :

This system registers the seized items
data related to the various cases in the
prosecution and the execution department
and submit various references and
statistics of these data .

m Following publication delegate system:

This system aims on following the
progress of the delegate process to make
the judicial publications for the ministry’s
body, the complete information system
has left a clear effect on the work systems
and methods.

= Remote system of cases files :

The system provides information for all
cases parties about the case status and
judgments  execution procedures, by
connecting “ the complete system of judicial
information”, which is currently being
operated on the ministry of justice computers
by a communication network, where all
foreign sides that represents parties of cases
to deal with this system directly to get the
information of case status and execution
procedures, and to demand some services
without prejudice to date security.

m Documents and cases files imaging
system :

This system aims to maintain documents
from loss, damage manipulating, and
proving copies of any document quickly,
by Xeroxing documents and files of saved
cases and cases already in discussion, files
of experts department, and civil execution
department. The project has been divided
into phases, the first phase was devoted
for judgments of court of cassation and
court of appeal.
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m Justice Electronic Gate :

The Electronic Justice Gate is created for
using technology in serving customers and
facilitating customers’ business in order to
follow up court sessions, resolutions passed
and monitor cases, the actions taken and latest
updates with respect thereto, and also search
by civil number for the cases brought by or
against you, travel ban, arrest, apprehension
and automated payment service.

m Automated Cost Payment System :

This system aims at making easy for
customers to pay expenses monthly
accruing on them through Justice
Electronic Gate without requiring check-
in at Execution Desks, and also to timely
follow up the receipts and get to know the
remaining amounts owed.

m Foreign Authorities Communication
System :

This system aims at automating
communications between  ministry
sectors and any overseas authorities as
regards all executed communications, and
the electronic communications has started
between Public Money Prosecution and
banks and this system shall be applied
later with other ministry sectors.

m File Motion System :

This system aims at monitoring file
motion among different sections either
inside or outside the department, also
following up the requests for attachment
to be received at various bookkeeping
sections to prepare for sending them out
to the authority requesting the file, and
rapidly locate the file.
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m Personnel Services System :

This system is used for sending all kinds
of requests from different departments to
SystemsDevelopmentDepartmentandthese
requests shall be received and transferred
to the relative employee to take necessary
action that eases quick achievement of
business and communication between
Systems Development Department and
other ones.

= Employee Duties Tracking System of
Departments :

This system aims at tracking an employee
duties and performance, what duties
performed by that employee and through
that system a department director can track
the duties and functions of employees at
different sections and control offices and also
oversee the duties of a certain employee.

m Criminal Implementation System :

This system aims at pursuing criminal
actions at law, entering all related
procedures done, either before, or
after, issuing the sentence, and also the
procedures of international section,
information section, Emiri pardon,
performance orders and send them to the
interior ministry.

m Members of Public Prosecution System :

This system aims at entering and pursuing
information on members of Public
Prosecution as regards their job gradation
scale, places of work, training courses
obtained by them, and attendance of
seminars and conferences that provide an
integrated personal data on each member.
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m Internal Electronic Communication

System :

It is an integrated sophisticated system
for tracing all outgoing or incoming
communications, and all things related
thereto. It is easy to use, saves time and
effort and is secured for bookkeeping, in
particular secret books.

m Lawyers and Law Firms System :

This system allows for follow-up of
lawyer and client cases, the powers of
attorney of clients to the lawyers, lawyers’
coming sessions and types of actions at
law at various degrees of prosecution. It
is mainly designed to enable the lawyer
from follow-up of his cases through
Electronic Justice Gate.

m The execution system:

This system inters all various exaction
procedures whether it was before the
judgment promulgation or after and
also provide a complete accountant
system for the spending and importing
operations, and transferring costs
adjudged directly beneficiaries accounts
in banks without revising the execution
department and also presenting various
reports and statistics of execution data.
This system was operating in the year
1995 in the execution department in the
palace of justice. It consists of a group
of followed procedures to execute legal
procedures according to promulgated
judgments and attendance notifications,
and this system contains data bases
related to execution files and procedures
related to the cases registration system.
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m Marriage and divorce system:

This system registers marriage and
divorce contracts and presents various
references and statistics of marriage and
divorce data ,and it has been activated in
the year 1992 in the legal authentication
department. This system works on
saving and retrieving marriage and
divorce contracts issued by the legal
authentication court, Jaafariya court,
summary courts .the states embassies
and consulates abroad and marriage
officials.

This systems contains a data base for
marriage and another for divorce that
contains marriage and divorce contracts
dated starting in the year 1988 till now a
days where the contracts are added daily.

m Experts department system:

This system follows the case in the
experts department, and distributes
cases on available expertise and provide
a direct control system that shows the
accomplishment of each expert and
submit various reports and statistics of
the expert department data. This system
has been activated in the year 1993 to
save and follow transferred cases from
the state’s courts which requires an
expert’s opinion.

m Paternity and Name Correction Cases
Committee System :

This software serves Paternity and Name
Correction Cases Committee, aims at
entering files to include, and enable
search through, conduct statistics on and
print out the requester’s information, and
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at following up the file motion and referral
resolutions of request .The requests shall be
made for first name change, amendment or
correction, and also for proving or negating
paternity, addition or deletion of surname,
or adding the defining tool “the”.

m Legal Marriage Officers System :

This software serves Marriage Officers
Committee and aims at entering the data
of marriage officers to enable search
in, conduct statistics on and print out
, this data, entering marriage officer’s
violations, cancelled and mistaken
contracts, and requests for transfer, and
at creating screen for marriage officer
resolutions.

m Family Consultations System :

This software serves Family Consultations
Department and aims at entering
requester’s data, either be the wife or
husband, along with the other party’s
data, to search the state of divorce and
enter information of legal consultation,
make reports to the consultant and others
to the researcher in order to enable search
by investigation of state form, or legal
consultation and to make statistics.

m Customers Service Program :

This system aims at automating customer
service requests at Customer Service
Unit, and following them up among sector
departments, until they are completed, and it
shall particularly carry out the following:

e Receive customer requests through
customer service unit and store them at
database.
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* Route customer requests between the unit
and sector departments according to the
nature of each request.

Follow up customer requests and provide
information on the condition of each
request, and update their implementation
phases from the time they are received
until completely implemented .

Issue regular reports and statistics on
customer requests.

m General Registry Program :

This program is used to enter the data of
outgoing and incoming mails from and to
General Registry Section and Secretariat
Section, and to follow up this data inside
the sections of Administrative Affairs
Department through section mails, and it
is divided into the following:-

¢ Administrative Affairs Mail: this mail
concerns the entry of all incoming and
outgoing transactions of Secretariat
Section at Administrative Affairs
Department.

* General Registry Mail: this mail
concerns the entry of all incoming
and outgoing transactions of General
Registry Section at the ministry.

e Sections Mail: this mail concerns the
routing of all incoming and outgoing
transactions of General Registry
Section and Secretariat Section to
facilitate handling them and locate the
transaction at Administrative Affairs.

* Mail Search: it is used for searching a
specific statement inside mail be either
incoming or outgoing mail.

e Secretariat and General Registry
Employees Archives: it is used for
identifying the amount of daily entry
by Secretariat and General Registry
Employees.
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m Communication Administration System:

This system aims at registering all basic
data, including structured data, photostats
of incoming and outgoing documents, and
internal notes, identifying attachments and
correlations between these attachments
and the previously registered documents
in the form that allows pursuing series
of documents historical correlations
to previously registered ones, and also
enabling identification of different
classified levels of documents in the
form that allows the rights of use to the
same classified level parties to ensure
the highest degrees of control over the
rights of use and gain access to different
documents.

m Authentication and Attestation System:

This authentication system serves all
citizens and residents in obtaining general
and special powers of attorney inside
and outside the State of Kuwait, and
also issuing declarations, employment
contracts and other authenticated and
attested transactions. This system makes
it easy for authentication officers to
work on powers of attorney through
the existence of readymade preambles.
Thus, the authentication officer shall
select the parties and witnesses, amend
the preambles, if necessary, and then
authenticate the transaction. This system
also stores all transactions to be made
through it with all their information and
details to enable inquiry on authenticated
and correlated powers of attorney. There
is also another feature of this system i.e.
to add photostats of issued powers of
attorney to enable easy issue of true copies
of previously made powers of attorney.
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m Real-Estate Powers of Attorney System:

This system serves all citizens in obtaining
all kinds of real-estate powers of attorney
including real-estate powers of attorney,
exiting from estates, donation, etc. Itis a
flexible system to handle all other kinds of
transactions that might appear in the future
and serve real-estate powers of attorney.
This real-estate powers of attorney
system is fully integrated with Real-
Estate Registration System applied at the
Department of Real-Estate Registration
of the Ministry of Justice, where option
is made only on the real-estate property
registered at Real-Estate Registration
System, and when a real-estate power of
attorney is made on a certain property and
certain parties, this shall be reflected also
on Real-Estate Registration System. This
current system also stores all transactions
to be made through it with all their
information and details to enable inquiry
on authenticated and correlated powers of
attorney. There is also another feature of
this system i.e. to add photostats of issued
real-estate powers of attorney to enable
easy issue of true copies of previously
made powers of attorney.

m Real-Estate Registration System :

This system aims at the following:

e Issue real-estate contracts.

* Obtain real-estate certificates for
customers.

¢ Obtain current certificates of ownership
for customers.

¢ Obtain statistics on real-estate property
count, real-estate property prices,
previous documents... etc.

There are various types of
canceling previous powers of attorney
such as; Declaration of Power of
Attorney Cancellation, Declaration of
Power of Attorney Partial Cancellation,
Declaration of Receipt, Release,
etc. This said system also stores all
transactions to be made through it
with all their information and details
to enable inquiry on transactions of
powers of attorney cancellations. There
is also another feature of this system
i.e. to add photostats of cancellation
transactions.

m Real-Estate Credit System :
This system aims at the following:
e Issue mortgage lists of real-estate
property.
¢ Amend previous mortgage lists.
* Renew previous mortgage lists.
¢ Reregister previous mortgage lists.

¢ Deregister previous mortgage lists.

m Companies and Contracts System :
This system aims at the following:
¢ Authenticate company related
contracts.

¢ Authenticate Certification of
Succession related contracts; and

¢ Authenticate marriage related
contracts.
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m Kuwait legal information bank system:

This system provides legal information
particularly for judicial departments, and
generally for people interested in studying
and researching in law field by establishing
a legal and judicial information bank that
contains all legislations of the basic legal
(commercial law, civil law, pleadings law,
personal status law...etc). In addition to
judicial judgments issued by the court of
appeal and the court of cassation in the state
of Kuwait. It also includes juristic references
related to these laws and judgments.

m Gulf legal information network system:

This system aims on identifying the legal
climate running in G.C.C countries, and
contributing in bringing gulf legislations
together, and giving opportunities to
view valid texts in each country and
exchange experiences and knowledge by
establishing a unified legal network for
the G.C.C countries that includes laws
and legislation related to this country. The
head office is in the state of Kuwait and
has branches in the rest of the country.
